PREPARING FOR EUROSCOLA DAY

	‘2013 – European Year of Citizens’ (triangle)

Myth or reality? How can we reconcile diverse cultures and regional, national and European identities?

	‘Europe’s future’ (lozenge)

How do you think Europe could be brought closer into line with your ideals?

	Group
	‘Agricultural policy’ (circle)
From the farmer to the consumer, what agricultural and food policy should we choose? How can we reconcile food security and sustainable agriculture with the viability of the sector?  

	Group
	‘Migration and integration’ (square)

How can we maintain balance in society? What are the basic rules that must be respected? How can we manage migration flows in the Euro‑Mediterranean region?
